pronounced as the 'e' in the English
word 'egg', the & as the 'e' in the

Ilocano word 'ateE', and the o as the
Spanish 'o'. When a single d occurs
between two vowels either in a word or
between words it is softe. Its sound

then 1s similar to the English ‘'r°'.
