The Yogad alphabet 1ls symbolized as fol-
lowg: a, », k,d, e. £, g, h, 1, 1, m, n, ng; o
p, T, 8, T, u, w,_y. These represent approxi-
mately the same sounds as the corresponding sym-
bole in the Filipino National Language,with the
exception of "f' which 1s pronounced as in
Ibanag.

The acute accent mark(’) is used to 1indi-
cate streas when 1%t falls on nonfinal syllables.
Words written without an accent mark are pro-
nounced with the last syllable stressed.
