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People listen to Paulus’ news, Nano, Isak, etc
	Mantri Paulus returned from the market with bad news for the villagers of Terpen.  He told Isak, the village chief and the others, “A new disease called Avian Influenza or Bird Flu has killed almost all the birds in town, especially chickens and ducks. 
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Very sick person with mask on bed
	A few chicken and duck farmers are very ill in the provincial hospital. The news says this disease called  Avian Influenza has spread to many countries and is killing half of the people who get it.”
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Two masked health workers put chicken in bag
	“Many big broiler chicken or egg farms in the city are under strict guard. Veterinary workers are patrolling the market, isolating infected farms, giving vaccines and destroying dead birds.”

Paulus talks to Nano
	Then Paulus spoke to his friend Nano, “Did your rooster win the cockfight last week, Nano?  The place where they hold cockfights, is cancelled for fear of infection. Some roosters that fought last week have died of  Bird Flu“ 
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Nano holding a rooster
	Chief Isak, asked, “How is it spreading,”? 

Paulus explained, “This disease starts with sick wild or tame birds and  then it gets on animals, people and things through direct contact. Then they carry the disease from place to place. 
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Man sneezing woman looks on
	The germs can travel through the air on the wind and make animals and people very sick. It starts just like a cold but can quickly kill people.”

People discussing in a group
	The villagers of Terpen worried about their families and their chickens. Chief Isak called a meeting and they discussed ways that they could  prevent the bird flu. They decided to adopt several practices to protect their village:
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Baskets on fire
	Fence their chickens and ensure their good health with clean food, clean water containers and clean cages. 

Use bamboo cages or baskets to take their produce to market. Then they would burn them to avoid bringing home infection.
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Woman feeds chickens kids shoo away birds
	Explain the disease to their children and  have them shoo wild birds away at chicken feeding time. 

Wash themselves with soap in the river before returning to their village of Terpen. 
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Kids report to Paulus
	No add any outside chickens to their village until the risk of Avian flu was past

Report any sick chicken or person to Paulus or Chief Isak immediately.

Forbid anyone to bring chickens, eggs, or manure to the village from outside Terpen. 
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Eggs and money on a table
	Vaccinate their chickens if the Dept of Agriculture advised them to. They didn’t have any way to keep vaccine cold in Terpen 

Each person would save one tenth of their egg money to buy vaccine or restock in case they lost all their chickens. 
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Sick rooster
	At roosting time that night Nano’s prize fighting rooster was sick.  It’s comb was swollen and blue. There was fluid coming from it’s eyes and nose, and its  leg had a red streak along it. It couldn’t crow properly.  

Nano immediately reported to Paulus saying, “Help, my prize rooster is sick!”
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Nano and Paulus check a hen
	Paulus and Nano tied cloths around their faces and wore gloves to avoid getting sick themselves. They checked each of Nano’s hens and chicks. 

They washed in a bucket of soapy water after each hen so that they would not spread any disease to other chickens. 
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Hens in basket rooster under cage
	Nano’s sick rooster was left in its own cage. Two hens and one chick were put in a basket because they were sick.  They locked up Nano’s other chickens in his pen. Paulus was a health worker.   He thought this could be Avian Influenza.
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Men bathing in river
	Then Nano and Paulus went to the stream, washed thoroughly and went home.

Next morning all the other villagers kept their own chickens penned where they would not get exposed to any sick chickens. Paulus and Nano checked the sick chickens again. The sick hens were still alive but worse.
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Dead rooster in a bag
	The rooster was dead. They placed it in a plastic bag and they burned the cage it had been in. 

Paulus and Nano took the dead rooster to town to see if it had died from Avian Influenza. 
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Agus checks the dead rooster
	The veterinary worker, Agus, checked it.  He said, “This is almost certainly Avian Influenza.  I will destroy this dead rooster.  
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Agus gives bleach
	Here are instructions for what you must do to protect the people of Terpen village. Take these gloves and this bottle of bleach. I will come tomorrow and check your work. I’ll vaccinate all the healthy village chickens.” 
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Men bathe again
	Paulus and Nano stopped at the stream and washed thoroughly with soap before entering their village. They did not want to infect their village with contaminated clothes or bodies.
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Forming two work groups
	Just as Agus the veterinary worker had instructed  them, Paulus and Nano called loudly for all the villagers to gather at Nano’s house. They reported the information and formed two work groups.
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Two men dig a hole
	Nano and Chief Isak led a crew that dug a large hole 1.5 meters deep about 20 meters from the chicken pen. They made a fire in the bottom. Wearing face cloths and gloves, they killed and burned all of Nano’s chickens. They gathered all Nano’s chicken equipment and burned it too. 
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Burning chickens and tools
	Everything that Nano’s flock had touched, manure, egg trays, nesting baskets, and food they added to the fire. They caught, killed, and burned all the chickens that had been scratching near Nano’s house. 
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Mixing bleach in bucket
	Then they mixed one glass of bleach in a bucket of water and sprayed the places chickens went that could not be burned. When the fire died, they shoveled dirt over the ashes in the hole and closed it up completely. 
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Woman checks her chickens
	The group knew that if any other chickens in the village got sick, all the chickens within a kilometer of Nano’s house would be killed to prevent spread of this disease. Agus would check their village the next day.

Paulus’ team checks chickens
	Paulus and his workgroup went to the far side of the village. They wore gloves and face cloths to keep themselves from getting sick. They caught and checked all the village chickens.  

To keep from spreading any disease, they washed after handling each chicken. They finished at Nano’s house and met up with the other group.
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Everyone washes
	They did not find any other sick chickens in the village. They were very thankful. 

When they finished, each family took some clean bleach water and cleaned their own chicken pens. Then they all went to the stream. They washed themselves and their clothes thoroughly with soap.  They were very tired but satisfied that they had done a good job.
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Vaccinating chickens
	The next morning Agus the veterinary  worker came.  He washed his hands with soap and put on special clothes, a mask and gloves.  He started vaccinating chickens. He began on the far side of the village. 
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Agus praises their work
	Agus said, “You do a good job with your chickens, they are very healthy. It is good to keep them fenced.  Keep guard that strangers and friends do not bring contaminated items or animals to your village. Please keep watch for any sick animals or humans. Isolate and report them right away.
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Rechecking the chickens
	Two days from now I will return. I must take blood samples and nose scrapings from these chickens to make sure the vaccine is good.”
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Agus reports to Isak
	When all the tests were finished, he reported to Chief Isak, “Our tests proved that the disease in this village was truly Avian Influenza.”
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Nano feels sick
	A few days later Nano got sick with a runny nose and other signs of a cold. Mantri Paulus immediately checked him, but he never got a fever so they just isolated him from other people and watched him closely. 
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Nina gets sick
	Nina, Nano’s 2 year old girl, had played with the sick chickens. She also got sick with a fever, fast breathing and a runny nose. They took her to the town clinic since she might have Avian Influenza infection. 

Paulus told Nano’s family, “stay at home, avoid other people for 10 days,
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Nina in hospital very sick
	and contact me if anyone else gets sick.”

The Health Clinic sent Nina to a special unit/ ward in the hospital to isolate her for observation and treatment.  Her mother, went with her. Nina was very sick for a week before getting better. Then they were allowed to return home. 
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Nano’s new chickens
	No-one else got sick and the chickens all stayed healthy. 

A month later, the villagers helped Nano get his chicken pen ready. They gave hens and a rooster so that he could start a new flock.  The villagers continued their precautions so that Avian Flu and other diseases would not enter their village.
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Happy villagers
	Your village can also protect your families and animals from this and other such diseases.
