Parece morfología fusional. Como hay afijos, no es aislante. No es fácil separar los morfemas para 
tiempo y persona (también se involucran los tonos), y si uno intenta hacerlo en una forma sencilla, 
entonces la raíz verbal se complica bastante. Si se trata de mantener sencilla la raíz verbal, entonces la 
morfología para tiempo y persona se complica mucho. Entonces esto parece ser morfología fusional. 
 
It seems to be fusional morphology. There are affixes, so it is not isolating. The morphemes for tense 
and person are not easily segmented (tone is also involved), and if one tries to do it simply, then the 
verb root is very complicated. If the verb stem is left simple, the tense/person morphology is very 
complicated.
